     I don’t know about you, but in our 
family, hide-and-seek was always a 
popular activity. (Usually, when mom 
needed a break from us kids.) I en-
joyed playing it as a child with my 
dad and siblings, so it was a tradition 
I carried on with my own children. It 
was always a challenge fi nding new 
places to hide each time we played. 
Whenever our kids couldn’t fi nd me, 
they would ask my wife for help and 
she would simply say, “Nugget, go fi nd 
dad.” Typically, our golden retriever 
would sniff me out in a minute and 
the kiddos would be very pleased they 
had found dad. Now, morel mushroom 
hunting is very much a game of hide-
and-seek and the woods are a big place 
to search, so it can get frustrating, un-
less you know how to narrow down 
your search.
     Morel mushrooms come out each 
Spring, typically when the soil temper-
ature reaches 50°F. That often means 
daytime highs in the 60’s with night-
time lows in the 40’s. (This year has 
been anything but typical, given we’ve 
had highs approaching 80°F and lows 
below 30°F within the last ten days.) 
Good mushroom hunters know the 
soil doesn’t warm up at the same rate 
in all spots, based on geography and 
typography. In other words, the fi rst 
morels are going to appear on south 
and west facing slopes, since they 
get the most sun; and initially they’ll 
emerge down in the valleys because 
the ground warms up quicker there 
than up on the ridgetops. Prime mo-
rel picking time can be a very narrow 
window of only a week to ten days in 
any given spot, but as things warm up 
and soil temps become too warm on 
the south and west facing slopes, it be-
comes time to start looking on east and 
north facing slopes. The same can be 
said about starting the season looking 
at lower elevations and then progres-
sively searching at higher elevations 
as conditions warm up. “Woods 
wisdom” I’ve learned from more 
experienced hunters says the 
soil temp is right for fi nding mo-
rels when the mayapples have 
come up and the oak tree leaves 
are the size of a squirrel’s ear. 
(In many locations, those two 
predictors exist right now!) 
     Morels, like many mush-
rooms, grow by a mycorrhizal 
relationship with a variety of 
tree species. This means they 
have a symbiotic relationship 
with the intertwined tree roots 
underground, whereby the 
mushroom’s mycelium, which 
are their hypha or “roots”, draw 
water and mineral nutrients from

the soil for both the mushroom and 
the tree, while simultaneously, the tree 
roots pass off the tree’s photosynthesis 
products, which are carbohydrates, to 
the mushroom. Both the mushrooms 
and the trees benefi t from this un-
derground exchange and in our area, 
morels commonly exhibit this behav-
ior with elm, ash, apple, maple, oak, 
sycamore, and tulip trees. The theory 
goes that when these trees start to die, 
morel mushrooms appear prolifi cally, 
since they will soon lose the living host 
they’ve been exchanging nutrients 
with, so they must produce spores to 
carry on their next generation. That 
is why keying in on dying trees, es-
pecially elms in our area, can lead to 
morels and where you fi nd one, look 
closely because you’ll often fi nd more 
since they tend to fan out correspond-
ing to the dying tree’s root network. 
The standing recommendation is to 
gather morels in a mesh bag, since 
this allows the mushroom spores to be 
widely distributed as you carry them 
out of the woods, thereby aiding their 
reproduction.
     Turning your harvested morels 
into table fare is relatively easy. I cut 
mine off ½-inch above the ground 
with a sharp knife, which helps limit 
the amount of dirt on each mushroom 
stem.  While some folks dry/dehy-
drate their morels for future use, we 
always eat ours soon after harvesting 
them. I like to wash them off in a col-
ander under cold running water and 
then slice them cross-sectionally into 
½-inch rings (much like calamari). 
Cook them in a covered frying pan 
sprayed with olive oil on low with a 
little olive oil drizzled over top of them 
for 5 or 6 minutes. (Many folks prefer 
butter.) You will soon fi nd all your ef-
forts fi nding morels are well worth the 
delicacy you get to enjoy. Bon Appe-
tit!
