You’re probably 
familiar with the 
term nostalgic 
and its meaning 

“to long for the good old days or how 
things were in the past”. If you’re 30 or 
older, you can probably think of a few 
examples of things you are nostalgic for 
“from back when you were a kid”. Fun-
ny thing is, I couldn’t fi nd an applicable 
word in the English language for the op-
posite of nostalgic, where the defi nition 
means, “you wish something that exists 
today was present back when you were 
a kid”. I really could have used that 
word recently because I came across 
something that exists now, which really 
could have benefi tted me back when I 
was a student.
   I’m talking about a nonprofi t orga-
nization here in Pennsylvania, the 
Wildlife Leadership Academy (WLA), 
whose mission is: to engage and em-
power high school age youth (ages 14 
to 17 – students going into their fresh-
man through senior years) to become 
Conservation Ambassadors to ensure a 
sustained wildlife, fi sheries and natural 
resource legacy for future generations. 
The WLA is a Supporting Member of 
the Pennsylvania Outdoor Writers As-
sociation (POWA) and the WLA’s Exec-
utive Director, Dr. Sara Mueller, is our 
Supporting Member Representative to 
the POWA Board. I’ve had the privilege 
of getting to know Sara and her passion-
ate work with young people through 
our professional interactions and that 
recently resulted in my receiving an 
invitation to travel out to 800-acre sce-
nic Camp Krislund in Centre County to 
speak to the students attending one of 
the WLA’s 5-day outdoor-focused fi eld 
schools.
   You might not recall where you were 
on the Summer Solstice, the day with 
the longest daylight in the Northern 
Hemisphere, but I’ll always recall 
where I was on June 20, 2024. I wasn’t 
scheduled to speak to the students until 
7:30 PM about POWA, outdoor writing, 
and telling the outdoor story to others 
in print media; but I was invited to come 
early and I took advantage of the op-
portunity to see what goes on at a WLA 
fi eld school.  The fi ve sessions of WLA 
fi eld school each have a central theme 
and I was there during “Bucktails”, 
which focuses on white-tailed deer and 
the management of their habitat.
   I met the WLA staff and students at 
the Liberty Township Sportsmen’s As-
sociations’ grounds near Bald Eagle 
State Park at 3 PM. The 24-students in 
attendance, along with their accompa-
nying youth mentors, adult mentors, 
and WLA staff members were broken 

down into four groups to attend concur-
rent station instruction. The 45-minute 
sessions included: archery, air rifl e 
marksmanship, trapshooting, and an 
informative session with two members 
of the USDA Wildlife Services sharp-
shooters, who conduct regulated deer 
culls for municipalities and public lands 
where hunting cannot adequately keep 
the deer population in balance with the 
habitat’s carrying capacity. Several of 
the students had never shot a bow, air 
rifl e, or shotgun, so it was interesting 
to watch their rapid progress and in-
creased profi ciency under the tutelage 
of instructors from either Centre Coun-
ty 4-H or the Liberty Township Sports-
men’s Association.
   The 30-minute drive back to Camp 
Krislund was through the magnifi cent 
ridge-and-valley portion of Central PA. 
I enjoyed dinner in the dining hall with 
several members of the WLA staff, in-
cluding Dr. Chris Sacchi, Chair of the 
Biology Department at Kutztown Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania. We enjoyed a 
fascinating discussion of the impact of 
wildfi re on plant ecology and how some 
species require periodic fi re to perpetu-
ate. After dinner, I got to witness the stu-
dents participating in a team-building 
exercise I hadn’t experienced before. 
They had to cooperatively use a rub-
ber strap, that they individually pulled 
in fi ve directions to open and close to 
lift and stack fi ve #10 cans in a pyramid 
confi guration. It took several minutes 
for them to fi gure out how to commu-
nicate and coordinate their efforts, but 
they eventually got it and learned a lot 
about working together. My four twi-
light instruction sessions went very 
well; however, I had to compete with a 
family of barn swallows nesting under 
the dining hall porch’s eaves behind me.
   The other four WLA fi eld schools this 
summer include: Bass (smallmouths), 
Brookies (brook trout), Gobblers (wild 
turkeys), and Ursids (black bears). 
The WLA is the place for young people 
with a desire to pursue a future career 
in wildlife, fi sheries, or conservation to 
build a foundation and make connec-
tions for higher education and future 
employment. Students have come since 
2007 from all 67 PA counties, as well as 
12 other states and DC. If you know a 
young person who might be interested 
in the Wildlife Leadership Academy in 
2025, please check out their website: 
wildlifeleadershipacademy.org for more 
information. They maintain a contact 
and employment opening database for 
alumni. While I missed out on this op-
portunity, someone reading this might 
truly benefi t! God Bless, Be Safe,
