. Itis amazing how a song can immedi-
| ately take you on a trip down memory
lane. I've recently had two songs on
the radio immediately “take me back”
to another place and time. With some radio stations mak-
ing the conversion to full-time Christmas music well over a
month before December 25, there was a good chance I was
going to hear either Perry Como’s 1951 classic, “It’'s Begin-
ning to Look a Lot Like Christmas,” or Johnny Mathis’ 1958
seasonal hit, “The Christmas Song.” When I hear either of
those two songs, I'm swept back to the early 1970’s, riding
in the backseat of our family station wagon with my sister
and brother, as my dad made the 2-hour drive from our
home to my maternal grandparents after we opened our
Christmas gifts. My mom always put Christmas music on
the car radio to pass the time as we eagerly anticipated ar-
riving at Grandma and Pop-Pop’s for a delicious meal and a
treasured gift exchange.

Hard to believe those special family Christmas treks were
over 50-years ago. To this day, I still really enjoy going for
rides around Christmas time, especially when the ground
is covered in snow. If you're traveling on an interstate or
the PA Turnpike, the snow just seems to make the entire
landscape stretched out before your eyes seem more pic-
turesque and vivid. Regardless of whether you are pass-
ing forested ridges and mountains or broad valleys with
expanses of farmland, your mind often thinks, “this view
I'm seeing would make a tremendous photo, painting,
or Christmas card.” If you are traveling on a city street,
through neighborhoods, or on a meandering state route,
the special treat this time of year comes at night when you
see the assorted Christmas lights on display.

There is another type of road found
in more rural parts of Pennsylvania
that you may or may not have trav-
eled. They are frequently found on PA
State Game Lands, PA State Forests, and traversing parts
of the Allegheny National Forest. They are dirt roads with
prominent signage that warns, “No Winter Maintenance,”
and possibly even includes: “Travel At Your Own Risk.” If
you have a 4-wheel drive vehicle and the right tools in case
you do get stuck (snow shovel, tow strap, farm jack, traction
mats, etc.), you might take that warning as a challenge.

When I hear the phrase, “Travel At your Own Risk,” it
makes me think of every one of our individual lives.

(4) Receiving Salvation (Romans 10:9) — “If
you declare with your mouth, ‘Jesus is Lord,” and believe in
your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be
saved.” (5) The Gift of Eternal Life (Romans 6:23B) — “...
but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.”
(6) Peace with God (Romans 5:1) — “Therefore, since we
have been justified through faith, we have peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ.” This year, I encourage you
to attend the Church of your choice and hear the Christmas
message for yourself with an open mind, heart, and spirit.
Jesus is the reason for the season! He came so that you
might have a personal relationship and eternal life.

BERRY TRIFLE

11/2 C. sugar
11/3 C. all-purpose flour
2/3 C. unsweetened
cocoa powder
1 tsp. baking soda
1/2 tsp. baking powder
1/4 tsp. salt
3/4 C. strong brewed
coffee
3/4 C. buttermilk
6 Thsp. vegetable oil
2 large eggs
1 tsp. vanilla extract
2 Thsp. sugar
2 Thsp. cornstarch
2 Thsp. unsweetened
cocoa powder
1/8 tsp. salt
11/2 C. whole milk
1/2 C. heavy cream
2/3 C. milk chocolate,
chopped
1 tsp. vanilla extract
6 C. fresh raspberries
6 C. fresh blueberries
Milk chocolate, shavings
for garnish
In large bowl, sift together
first 6 ingredients. Add cof-
fee, buttermilk, eggs, oil,
and vanilla, mix until just
combined. Transfer batter
to parchment-lined baking
pan. Bake at 325°F for 25-30
minutes, until a toothpick in-
serted into cake comes out
clean. Cool and then cut the
cake into 2” pieces.
Chocolate pudding: Whisk
together sugar, cornstarch,
cocoa powder, and salt in
large saucepan. Gradually
whisk in milk and cream.
Bring to boil over moderate
heat, whisking constantly.
Boil until mixture thickens,
about 2 minutes, will get
thick very quickly. Remove
from heat and whisk in
chocolate and vanilla quick-
ly. Continue whisking until
smooth. Transfer to a howl
and chill, placing piece of
plastic wrap directly on pud-
ding to prevent a skin from
forming. Chill until cold, at
least 2 hours.
Assemble the trifle: Use
eight small serving cups
(approx. 8 0z.). Place cake
pieces, a bit of raspberries
and blueberries at bottom
of each serving cup. Spoon
chocolate pudding on top,
spreading it into any spaces
in cake layer and smoothing
top so it is as flat as possible.
Continue with second layer
of cake pieces, berries and
pudding. For third top layer,
sprinkle only pieces of cake
and berries and garnish
with shaved milk chocolate.
