   Sometimes surprisingly spiritual messages turn 
up in unexpected places, like in a comic book, for 
example. Marvel Comics publisher Stan Lee passed 
away in 2018, leaving behind a legacy of such iconic 
heroes as Spider-Man, Iron Man, the Fantastic 
Four, the Hulk, and many others.
   The famously smiling man with sunglasses had 
a personal catchphrase that he used to sign off in 
monthly columns in Marvel comics for decades—
the word excelsior. In a 2010 tweet, Lee explained 
its meaning: “ ‘Upward and onward to greater 
glory!’ That’s what I wish you whenever I fi nish 
tweeting! Excelsior!”
   I like that. Whether Stan Lee realized it or not, his 
use of this unusual catchphrase certainly resonates 
with what Paul wrote in Philippians as he admon-
ished believers to look not behind but ahead—and 
up: “But one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind 
and straining forward to what lies ahead, I press on 
toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of 
God in Christ Jesus” (3:13-14 esv).
   We can easily become entangled in regrets or 
second-guessing past decisions. But in Christ, we’re 
invited to relinquish regrets and to press upward 
and onward to God’s greater glory through embrac-
ing the forgiveness and purpose He so graciously 
gives us!

DEAR PAW’S CORNER: 
Last summer, the fl ea 
infestation on my pets 
was the worst I’ve ever 
seen. I don’t use topical 
fl ea and tick treatments 
because I’m worried 
about their toxicity in 
pets. I don’t want to get 
bit up by fl eas again 
this year. What do you 
recommend? -- Judith L. 
in Hiram, Georgia
DEAR JUDITH: The 
battle against fl eas and 
ticks can seem never-
ending. Ticks pose an 
even deeper threat, as 
many of them carry seri-
ous diseases like Lyme 
and babesiosis. As the 
weather warms up, fl ea 
activity heats up as well. 

   To reduce the problem, attack it from multiple angles and do so before the 
summer sets in.
   Bathe and comb out your pets to remove any dormant fl eas or their eggs. 
Check them for attached ticks, especially if they spend any time outdoors. 
   Clean your home thoroughly. Pick up everything off the fl oor so you reach ev-
ery spot. Vacuum as far into crevices as possible and along the wall where the car-
pet or fl ooring meet. Empty the vacuum outside the house immediately afterward. 
   Next, move your pets to a separate room and sprinkle a fl ea powder that 
contains diatomaceous earth over your carpet and along the edges of vinyl or 

laminate fl oors. Use a broom to brush the powder 
deep into carpet and crevices. Vacuum. Repeat this 
in every room of your home. (Pets can come back 
into a treated room after vacuuming.)
   I recommend treating your furniture, especially 
sofas, the same way. Wash all curtains, rugs and 
bedding.
   Clean your home weekly and reapply fl ea powder 
at least once a month. Check your pets for ticks 
every time they come inside the house, and brush 
their coats daily to remove fl eas and their eggs.

Taking a Look at How Our PA Hunting 
Rules & Regulations Are Made (Part 1 of 2)

   Maybe you can recall what grade you 
were in when you studied “Civics,” or 
whatever the course was called, in 
your school district. At some point, 

you learned about our federal government and its three 
branches: executive, legislative, and judicial. Delving into 
each branch’s roles and responsibilities, how they serve as 
a system of checks and balances, and how individuals are 
elected or appointed to those key leadership positions. It 
might have been the same academic year when you learned 
about our system here in the Commonwealth of Pennsylva-
nia and how our executive branch (Governor), legislative 
branch (General Assembly), and judicial branches (State 
Supreme Court) carry out their functions. However, in kin-
dergarten through 12th grade, I can not recall one class 
ever covering how the PA Game Commission is organized, 
functions, and makes the hunting regulations, seasons, and 
bag limits we must abide by afi eld.

   The PA Game Commission (PGC) was organized in 1895 
when people fi nally realized there needed to be organized 
rules and regulations for harvesting wild animals, before 
they were all completely eliminated from the state, due to 
habitat loss and overhunting. By that point, elk and beaver 
were completely gone (extirpated) and white-tailed deer, 
bear, wild turkey, and several other game species could 
only be found in very isolated pockets across the Common-
wealth, almost decimated to the point of disappearance. 
Here in PA, the Commissioner of Fisheries was founded in 
1866, the predecessor of today’s PA Fish & Boat Commis-
sion (PFBC), making it one of the oldest conservation or-
ganizations in the United States. You will note that the PGC 
and PFBC are independent “Commissions,” headed by 
Executive Directors. They are, by design, not departments 
within the executive branch with a governor-appointed Sec-
retary at the helm (like the PA Department of Conserva-
tion & Natural Resources).

   As independent Commissions, the PGC and PFBC do 
not receive a single PA state tax dollar (a fact unknown by 
many PA residents). They are funded by license and permit 
sales, income generated from timber sales, mineral rights, 
and natural gas royalties; and primarily dollars distribut-
ed by the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service from the Pittman 
-Robertson Act of 1937 (A.k.a. the Federal Aid in Wildlife 

Restoration Act) and the Dingell – 
Johnson Sport Fish Restoration Act of 
1950 (A.k.a. the Federal Aid in Sport 
Fish Restoration Act). The Pittman – 
Robertson Act and Dingell – Johnson 
Act are examples of “User Pay/User 
Play” legislation, where hunters and 

fi shermen asked Congress to charge voluntary 10-11% ex-
cise taxes at the wholesale level on fi rearms, ammunition, 
and archery equipment (that’s Pittman – Robertson) and 
on fi shing gear and motor boat fuel (that’s Dingell - John-
son) to fund conservation and habitat restoration efforts. 
(As a side note, I would support it if hikers lobbied Con-
gress to add voluntary excise taxes on camping equipment 
and hiking boots/shoes to fund more foot paths and cycling 
enthusiasts get behind a voluntary excise tax on bicycles 
and cycling gear to fund more bike trails.)

   Our PA Board of Game Commissioners is composed of 
nine individuals, appointed by the Governor and confi rmed 
by the State Senate, who serve for a four-year term, can 
be reappointed for two additional terms (maximum three 
consecutive terms), are not PGC agency employees, re-
ceive no compensation, and represent all Pennsylvanians. 
Each appointed Game Commissioner represents from 5 to 
11 contiguous PA counties, so all 67 PA counties are cov-
ered. Lawrence County falls within District 1, which also 
includes: Butler, Clarion, Crawford, Erie, Forest, Mercer, 
Venango, and Warren Counties (9 counties comprising the 
northwest corner of the Commonwealth). The PA Board 
of Game Commissioners typically meets quarterly: Janu-
ary, April, June, and September/October. Normally, it is a 
two-day meeting format with staff reports given on Fridays 
and public comment and voting conducted on Saturdays. 
Meetings are broadcast live on the PA Game Commission’s 
YouTube channel, if you would desire to observe. Upcom-
ing meeting agendas and reports can be found online by 
searching: Pennsylvania Game Commission Public Meet-
ings. (There is also a link to watch past PGC meetings.) 
Our PA hunting year coincides with the PA state fi scal year, 
so it runs July 1 of one year to June 30 of the following year. 
New hunting licenses go on sale in mid-June. Hunting reg-
ulations for the upcoming 2026-27 hunting seasons were 
proposed at the Board’s January 2026 meeting and will be 
voted on at their April 11, 2026 meeting.

Next week, I’ll cover the public comments provided and 
how the Board voted on key measures, which will impact 
hunters this coming year, starting July 1, 2026.

Prepare Stuffed New Potatoes: 
A Spanish Tapas Snack

   Do your kids snack all day? Some parents 
call it “grazing.” And when kids grab a bite 
here or there, it’s fi ne -- as long as their quick 
forays into the kitchen are healthy ones.
   Spanish tapas are hearty snacking heaven. 
They’re a specialty of Spain that is enjoyed 
between meals, and sometimes people 
combine many different tapas to make a full meal. Typically, tapas may include 
a simple bowl of cold marinated olives, mushrooms, artichoke hearts, or kid-
friendly and popular stuffed potatoes.
   These handheld potatoes are a unique and fun after-school snack. Just pop 
them in the microwave, start reciting the rhyme “one potato, two,” and in 
minutes, they’ll be baked! You also might want to put them on your dinnertime 
menu once in a while. As a satisfying side, 
you can vary the chopped fi xings with the 
meal and individual tastes.

 SPANISH TAPAS STUFFED NEW POTATOES
 Makes 12 handheld servings
 -- 6 red new potatoes, each about 2 inches across
 -- 1/2 cup sour cream
 -- Chopped toppings such as hard-boiled eggs, bacon, tomatoes, 
     radishes, cucumber, salad onions, chives and dill

   Take a few small bowls from the kitchen cabinet and fi ll them with the individual toppings. The results 
are always colorful and appetizing. Scrub and clean the potatoes with a little vegetable brush. It only takes 
1-2 minutes. Cut each potato in half, then trim a fl at piece off each bottom so that the potato halves sit up-
right. Place them upright on a microwave-safe plate and cover with microwave-safe wax paper, parchment 
paper, or a microwave-safe lid. Wrap or cover to allow steam to escape. Cook on high for about 4 minutes, 
or until tender. Arrange the warm halves on a fl at platter. Use a melon-ball scoop or a teaspoon to dig out a 
little pocket from the center of each half. (Save and refrigerate the scooped-out portion for a scrumptious 
Spanish omelet the next morning. Just add a little onion and salsa!) Now it’s fi ll-’er-up time for your hun-
gry grazers. Spoon a dollop of sour cream in each potato’s cavity. Go to the bowls of delectable toppings 
and spoon or sprinkle choices over the top. Grab a napkin or small plate, and it’s ready to enjoy!

She had a blond or 
brunette ponytail and wore a strapless black-and-
white striped swimsuit and black high-heeled san-
dals with holes in the soles to fi t on an included 
stand. She was packaged in a narrow cardboard box 
with several rows of Barbies in different outfi ts and 
different hair colors printed on it. 

The Anniversary Edition was released in 1994 in 
honor of the doll's 35th anniversary. This was a re-
production of the original doll. The packaging has a 
clear front and is marked "35th Anniversary Barbie," 
but includes a replica of the original box among the 
doll's accessories. The 35th Anniversary Barbie is 
worth about $50. 

Even without the packaging, there are noticeable dif-
ferences between the 35th Anniversary Barbie and 
the original. The anniversary edition is marked on 
the back of the neck; the original is not. The original 
doll was made of vinyl with a partly solid body; the 
anniversary doll is hollow plastic. The anniversary 
doll's swimsuit has clear straps, but, if the doll was 
played with, they may have deteriorated over time.
